These projects can be done individually or with a partner.  

The Journey

Visually represent Christopher’s journey.  Use the stages of the hero’s journey as your guide.  Then, use a collage, diagram, or other representation to depict each stage.  On your representation, label each stage of the journey (Call to Adventure, Helpers, etc.).  Symbolize each stage with an illustration/sketch and/or magazine pictures.  Write a ½-1 page reflection that answers the following questions:

1. Who/what do you think helped Christopher the most throughout his journey?

2. In your opinion, what was Christopher’s supreme test?  Explain your choice.

3. In terms of an elixir, what does Christopher return home with?  What has been gained/learned?

Inside His Head

Sketch Christopher’s head (or use the handout provided).  Fill his head with pictures/symbols that represent him and his characteristics/traits, likes/dislikes, self-perceptions, visions, understandings of the world and himself, etc.  Consider using some of the comparisons listed on your comparison worksheet for additional ideas.  Include at least 10 symbols/illustrations.  Write a ½-1 page reflection that answers the following question:

1. Explain five of your choices—symbols and pictures.  How are these representative of Christopher and the way he views the world?

Storyboard

Some talk has been made of making this novel into a movie.  Which scenes do you think are so important that they should be included in the movie version?  Using the storyboard, sketch out five scenes that must be part of the film.  Underneath each sketch, briefly describe the scene—what’s happening.  Write a ½-1 page reflection that answers the following question:

1. Choose three scenes.  Explain why these scenes are important—what important insights do these scenes share about Christopher, his world, his journey, etc.
