Superintendent Jeff Holmes stated, "Our safety protocols worked effectively. We're committed to
maintaining a secure learning environment across our district."

Police Chief Ryan Douglas added, "This incident, while resolved safely, reminds us of the
importance of community vigilance. We encourage anyone who sees or hears anything
concerning to report it immediately."
